

Expressive Arts and Design


Children will explore malleable materials, developing fine motor skills by using a range of tools with a purpose to create. They will select the resources they need and manipulate materials to achieve their goal. 


Children will explore rhythm and moving to a beat, they will engage in musical activities, listening to different types of music. 





How to help at home:


To engage in singing with your child, allowing them to clap to a rhythm or beat. 











Personal, Social and Emotional Development


Children will continue to access resources available to support their independent learning. They will continue to build on their existing sharing skills to engage in play, strengthening their friendships. Children will continue to demonstrate friendly behaviour, making our new friends feel welcome at Nursery. 


How to help at home:


To continue to talk about the importance of turn taking and sharing. Talk about their friends at Nursery and why they are special to them. 





Communication and Language


Children will continue to engage in conversations with their peers and the adults in Nursery. They will be encouraged to recall their learning at family group times and reflect on their day. Children will continue to sing Nursery rhymes and join in with actions. 





Children will be exploring preposition in group times, looking at under, on top of, behind and in front. They will also be exploring the use of objects in Nursery, discussing the purpose of the tools which we use in our activities. 








How to help at home:


To encourage children to recall important events, from their home life and their Nursery Day. 











Physical Development


Children will continue to develop and strengthen their physical skills. We will continue to develop our awareness of space, introducing balance bikes to the children.


 Children will be developing their dressing skills, putting their own coats on, and independently hanging them up after taking them off. Children will continue to manage their hygiene independently, washing their hands throughout the session. 


How to help at home:  To talk about the importance of hand washing, demonstrate and engage your child in hand washing.




















Nursery Term 2.1


What are we learning in Nursery this half term?





Literacy


Children will continue to explore a core book each week during group time, exploring the front cover, back cover, discussing the pictures and the characters within the story. Children will continue to use mark making tools, they will practise making patterns and begin to form some letters from their name, using their pencil with the tripod grip. 


How to help at home: Encourage children to explore letters of their name, encouraging the correct pencil grip.

Understanding the World


Children will continue to explore small world, exploring trains, farm, and zoo animals, using loose parts to support their play. Children will be exploring different types of ICT and will engage in using Bee Bots, looking at directions and following a route. 


How to help at home:�Talk about your route to and from Nursery, using language such as turn left, turn right, forwards, backwards and stop. 








Mathematics


Children will be engaging in lots of maths experiences, weighing activities, exploring names and properties of 2D shapes, and creating patterns. Children will be counting concrete objects, adding, and taking away and exploring mathematical language such as more and less.  


How to help at home:  Encourage children to engage in counting using everyday objects in your home.
