Children will be learning to use hammers and nails safely on the workbench.





Children will be learning about symmetry and what happens when we fold paper in half with paint on it.





Children will be engaging in imaginative small world play creating enclosures, talking about ‘Who’s my mummy.’





How to help at home:


Talk about the tools we use around the


house safely and appropriately. 








Personal, Social and Emotional Development


Children will be working together in small groups to share and negotiate ideas through play. �They will learn how to be assertive and �display the appropriate behaviour by showing a sense of self whilst resolving differences.


How to help at home:


Talk to your child about their emotions and how we display our feelings appropriately.





Communication and Language





In Nursery we will be singing a range/variety of songs. Practising our pitch and tone.


Children will be discussing their favourite story. We will be talking about what, where, why and how in context of the story.








How to help at home:





Engage your child in a conversation about their favourite book. 





Physical Development


Children will be able to remember sequences and patterns of movement independently when listening to music, joining in with sticky kids and using the parachute


Outdoors they will be learning to safely move larger equipment with a friend’s support. They will be exploring waterplay by transporting water from one area to another


How to help at home:


Practise different ways of moving in different ways to music.























Nursery Term 3.1


What are we learning in Nursery this half term?





Literacy


Children will continue to practise writing their name on a regular basis.


Our core text this term is ‘The Hungry Caterpillar” by the author Eric Carle. 


How to help at home: 


Have a look through a picture book and talk about the structure of the story. Can they recognise the beginning, middle and end?








If you have any questions about your child’s learning, please see one of the Nursery practitioners, who will be happy to help you with any questions you may have. 


Reminder: Parents are encouraged to stay with their child during group time, each day a Parent activity will be set up or you to engage in with your child. 





Understanding the World


Children will be exploring change by watching our caterpillars grow and change into beautiful butterflies. We will be planting our beanstalks outside, so we will be looking after and caring for our environment. 


How to help at home:


Talk to your child about the life cycle of a butterfly. Engage them in planting at home, talk to them about how we look after plants and help them to grow. 


How to help at home:�Talk about your route to and from Nursery, using language such as turn left, turn right, forwards, backwards and stop. 








Mathematics


Children will be making marks in different ways to represent numerals. They will be learning about amounts up to 5. Children will use language more and fewer in their play. They will be introduced to repeating patterns.


How to help at home: 


To count everyday objects at home up to 5. Help your child collect two types of loose parts from around the house. Together, create a repeating pattern.
